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Al Hajria Valleys

p Located to the south of Taiz City, the Al Hajria
Valleys are known for their varied weather and
range of wildlife. The mountainous parts of
the valleys have cold weather in the winter
and are temperate in summer, while the lower
parts of the valleys have temperate weather in
winter and range from warm to hot weather in
summer.

) Average temperaturesin thevalleysarearound
21°C. Rain falls plentifully all over valley in
summer because of the scasonal wind that
blows in from the Indian Ocean. The rainfall
throughout the year touches 737.1 millimeters,
according to the Main Meteorology Center in
2004. Light rain also falls in winter over some
of the valleys, resulting in spectacular vistas of
greenery.

) Nature lovers adore these valleys for the wide
range of wildlife that inhabit the area. Various
species of wild animals throng the valleys, the
most important of which are hyenas, foxes,
rabbits, hedgehogs and monkeys. The valleys
are also a favorite haunt of birdwatchers as
they can spot many species of birds, including
vultures, falcons, owls, pigeons, hoopoes and
nightingales. Besides, there are number of
natural reserves, the most important of which
is Al Riami Reserve in Haifan Directorate.
