Bin Abi Talib.

) Themosqueisinagoodconditionandithas
undergonearenovationprocessforitsinternal
wall.Theroofremainsasitiswithitswooden
structuredecoratedwithQuraniccalligraphy
and arabesque.

) The mosque involves also a wooden casket
with Quranic verses on it and the name of
thedeceased AhmedBinHadiAl-Mahbashi.
Thereis also a water pool and old toilets for
ablution along with new ones.
Al-Sharafi'smosqueandtombdatedbackto
the 6th Hijri century (12th AD) is also there
anditembracesthegraveofthescholarYahia
Bin Ahmed Bin Muhammed Bin Salah.Itisa
historicalbuildingthatischaracterized with
itswonderfulornamentsandtheinscriptions
ofQuranicversesonornamentedlinesbeside
the mentioning of its date of building. The
mosque is considered to be an educational
destinationwithsomanygreatscholarshaving
graduatedfromit.Besidethemosque, thereis
thegraveofthemosque’sbuilder,takingthe
shapeofadomealongwithsomeothergraves
ofsomescholarswhostudiedthereaswellas
gravesofimmigratedseekersforknowledge.
Awatertankisattachedtothe mosquebuilt
withstoneandgravelwhichwerecommonly
used in the majority of Yemeni buildings.
