b Itis located in the old city of Ibb. It was built
by prince Asadeddien Muhammed Bin Al-Amir
Badreddein Al-Hassan Bin Ali Bin Rasoul (677
AH/ 1278 AD) and he had spent a great deal of
money on it.

The school consists of a central open yard with
a prayer house to the north of it. The yard is
surrounded by several schoolfacilities. This kind
ofdesignhasappearedinYemensincetheRasouli
State that featured all the schools of that era.
Schoolsofthateraingeneralhadayardwithstudy
hallsallarounditalongwiththemosqueandthe
students’rooms.The prayer houseisroofed with
severaldomes.Manyoftheseschoolshadhallsto
bury their founder and to read the Holy Quran
upon the beginning and end of lessons.

ThescholarAbuAbdullahMuhammedBinAhmed
Bin Yahia Bin Muhammed Bin Madhmoun, the
prominentfigureespeciallyingrammar,studied
in that school (715 Ah/1315 AD). AfifEddien
Othman Omar Al-Nashiri (848 Ah/ 1444AD)
studiedalsotherethedifferentrecitationsofQuran
andhewasaneloquentandinvestigativescholar.

Thisschoolwascharacterizedwithoriginalityand
historicaldepththatincorporatedthearchitectural
artin the Rasouli State.
