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P Itis located to the southwest of Sana’a and
was connected to it due to the civilization
expansion.

Naturehasprovidedthetownwithadefensive
locationthatkeptinvadersaway;itisprotected
fromthreedirections;east,northandwestand
ithasonegateonlytothesouthernside.This
location is referred back to the pre-Islamic
ages and used to be the property of Mathin
tribe. Among the remains of the pre-Islamic
eras is an inscription written in Al-Musnad
calligraphyontherocksinthesouthernside.
Duringthelslamicera, thecityflourishedasa
religious center in the region.

The historical buildings remain there
including amosque built by Imam Yahia Bin
Al-Hussein Al-Rassi (289-299 AH/ 892-911
AD).
