) It is the administrative center for Do'an
district and is known to be a homeland for
Al-Attas family that moved to the nearby
valleys and villages. The domes of their
shrines are still existent today and people
visit them.

» Huridha is built on the ruins of Muthab
city, Hadhramout's oldest cities. During
thearcheologicalexcavations,severaltombs
were found that are dated back to the fifth
century BC. A temple of the God (Sien)
was discovered and through the various
inscriptions there, the former name of the
temple was known to be (Mathyam) of the
God (Sien). In that temple, parts of stone
altars that used to be utilized for religious
ritualswerefoundaswellaspartsofcensers
and enormous amounts of inscriptions.

) In Huridha, there is Al-Attas library that is
oneoftheoldestandlargestprivatelibraries.
There is also a health center, pharmacies,
variousshopsandrestaurantsthatservelocal
cuisines.
