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Kahlan Afar Fort

P This ancient fort is situated to the northwest
of Sana’a and to the east of Hija City from
which it is separated by Shars Valley. The
region is part of the Kahlan Mountain Range,
including Mount Afar and Qidan, and hence
the place has temperate weather in summer
and cold weather in winter. The Kahlan
Afar Mountain rises 2500 meters above sea
level and is situated in the middle of ancient
monuments. It is accessible through an asphalt
route coming from the Sana’a-Hija Road at
the turning point of the Al Khazali Road that
leads to the neighboring village of Afar.

P The Fort stands on an impregnable rocky
shelf. A stone staircase leads to the gate of
the fort which has several facilities, including
water tanks, granaries, etc. In the middle of
these facilities, there is the main three-floor
edifice which overlooks the bottomless valley.
The structure contains a number of mosques
and small housing units. The Kahlan Afar Fort
had played an important role in the region
during all the different eras of Yemen’s history.
