A.H/1257 AD), and was buried in it along
with some Fatimi preachers. It was later
handedovertoKingMudhaffaral-Rasouli
in (633 A.H/ 1264 AD). Events kept on
happening till the year (968 A.H/ 1560
AD)whenthecity of Sana’awasdestroyed
by Sultan Amer Bin AbdulWahhab. The
destruction expanded to Al-Gharas and
Abdullah Al-Wazir wrote poetry on that
occasion that says:

«May God bless those days in Marmar
castle

And may those times in Al-Gharas be
blessed too

With us reunited with whoever God
favored»
