architecture. The city is surrounded by a
zigzagwallto preventattacks with four gate
openingsofwhichthemostfamousareBabAl-
YemenandBabNajran.Thewallissupported
by 25 surveillance and lookout towers and
isextending for 3326m. In order to enhance
the city’s fortification, neighborhoods were
designedsothateachoneclosesitselfwithin
themainwallwithavailability of serviceslike
publicWCsandmosquesthatreflectwonderful
Yemeniarchitectureaswellasschoolsknown
amongotherscientificschoolsthatproduced
scholrs like Al-Hamadani, Nashwan Al-
Himiari, Al-Jalal and Bin Isshag.

Everything in that city is a reflection of the
creativityinarchitectureandornamentsthat
stillmaintainitsoriginalityandstandevident
of the extent of development in the Yemeni
architectureandartsevensincetheoutsetof
the Islamic Age.
