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The city of Shebam is 19km to the west of
Seiyunintheheartof Hadhramoutvalley.
The city is located on a high hill and is
datedbacktothefourthcenturyAD.Ithas
beencreatedbygenuineYemenihandsand
shapedasawonderfularchitecturalpainting
that inspired the world with the idea of
skyscrapers,theverticalconstructionthat
Shebam has known for years.

It is a historical record full of superiority
andgreatness.Theoldcityhasbeenexposed
todamageanddestructionduetowarsand
floodsandithasbeenrebuiltonahighhill
in the 10th century AD (4th A.H). Since
thecityislocatedoverafertilevalley,tribes
moved to reside and settleinit. Dueto its
limitedarea, thecitycouldnotbeexpanded
andtheYemenimancameupwiththeidea
oftheverticalconstruction.Consequently,
the city became one that contains lofty
buildings each of more than ten floors all
built with mud bricks in a coherent way
and with an accurate geometric system.
These buildings are not affected with
stormsorrain;theyareconnectedtoeach
other.Thecity hasagreatwallto protectit
from invaders and floods.
