P Itislocated 45 km to the northeast of the
capitalSana‘a.ltusedtobeaShibacitythat
wasmentionedinseveralYemeniinscriptions
including (CiH212/1).1tis the headquarter
ofHamalanoneofthemajorthreethirdsof
Sama‘aitribethatusedtobeheadquartered
in Shibam Al-Gharas and today it is a
city of ruins, remains and ancient Yemeni
inscriptions. It seems from these remains
thatthecityusedtobesurroundedbyawall,
whichfoundationsaretheonlyremainsofit.
The most famous landscape of that city is
the huge building called “the palace”, Al-
Hamadani has mentioned Hazin his book
“description of the Arabian Peninsula” by
saying;“Haz"isagreatvillagethatcontains
traces of the Age of per - Islamic” but he
didn'tmentionits palace.Hazpalaceisone
ofthetemplesof God“TalibRyam”thatwas
mentioned in inscriptions as (sh s r m).
Currently, many parts of the stone
inscriptionsarescatteredandareutilizedto
buildthevillage’'shousesaftertheyhadbeen
takenfromthetemple,whichhaspartsofit
still standing till today.

It is worth-mentioning that the modern
village was built on the ruins and wrecks
of the ancient town and therefore many
ornamented stones were used therein.
